NOTES features include overall rubbery-pliant consistency, cap
which is pinkish to tan or with wine-colored tinge, decurrent close gills
which are white to wine-colored, central to off-center stem, acid then
peppery taste, growth on logs, and smooth inamyloid oblong to elliptic
spores; reported from at least BC, WA, OR, CA, AK

CAP 3-8cm, thin convex to nearly flat or margin wavy and lobed;
pinkish to tan, wine-colored tinge when fresh and moist

FLESH rubbery-pliant

GILLS decurrent, toothed at full maturity, close, alternating gills;
white to wine-colored

STEM 3-6cm x 0.5-1.2cm, central to eccentric

TASTE acid then peppery

HABITAT solitary to scattered, rarely in small clusters along old
conifer logs, especially Sitka spruce, forms a brown pocket-rot in the
log

MICROSCOPIC spores 5-6 x 2-2.5 microns, smooth, oblong to
elliptic, inamyloid

professor of botany University of Michigan
