LATIN NAME(S)  Panus rudis  Fries

ENGLISH NAME(S)  hairy Panus, ruddy Panus

NOTES  characterized by hairy violet cap which fades to reddish- or 
pinkish-brown, tough texture, short lateral to off-center stem, growth 
in groups on rotting hardwood, and white to yellowish spore deposit

CAP  2.5-10cm, fan-shaped or wedge-shaped to somewhat irregular 
in outline, convex becoming flat or depressed, margin incurved, often 
lobed; reddish-brown to tan, but often violet when fresh and wet; dry, 
covered with dense, coarse, stiff, velvety hairs

FLESH  tough, thin; white

GILLS  decurrent, close, narrow; white, creamy or colored like cap; 
edges entire

STEM  a short, stout plug of tissue up to 2cm long, off-center to 
lateral or sometimes central, tough, solid, hairy like cap and more or 
less same color

VEIL  absent

TASTE  slightly bitter

EDIBILITY  edible but hairy

HABITAT  usually in groups on rotting hardwood stumps and logs

SPORE DEPOSIT  white or yellowish

MICROSCOPIC  spores 5-7 x 2-3 microns, elliptic, smooth, inamyloid

NAME ORIGIN  means 'rough'

FAMILY  Polyporaceae of Order Polyporales
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
